2011 VHF Reprogramming for San Diego North Zone
Key Points April 11, 2011
· All CDF channels have gone to narrowband

· North County Yellow has been renamed to XSD N CMD and narrowed

· San Diego County RED 2 has been renamed XSD CMD and narrowed

· San Diego County RED 1 has been renamed XSD TAC 1 and narrowed

· We have created a WTA mobile radio load as well as a ETA mobile load

· This is for the soft keys on the mobile

· HC in both tactical areas goes to XSD N CMD

· DC button goes to OCS V6 R for the WTA

· DC button goes to Green 1 for the ETA

· The files for the mobiles are:

· The files for the portables are:

· NZ GPH 2011 VER 2

· NZ GPH COMMAND 2011 VER 2
· We have added an additional Air-to-Ground for CDF.  It will be used as a secondary frequency and it is AIR TACTICS 21
· WHITE 2 and WHITE 3 have been narrowed and have a name change

· WHITE 2 is now V FIRE 22

· WHITE 3 is now V FIRE 23

· A new statewide interoperability channel has been assigned.  It is V FIRE 26

· Multiple BDC channels have been narrowed and have been renamed

· The CDF TAC’s are now “Tone Protected” on both the transmit and receive side
· The number 1 rule for all users should be as follows:

· Never have the squelch knob in the “CG” position unless directed to do so and it is coordinated with all users on the incident
· This is similar to encrypting a radio.  To ensure traffic is received by all users on the incident, everyone needs to be in the same setting

· We have programmed the mobiles to receive all tactical traffic so there is no setting that needs to be adjusted by the user

· A note for GPH users

· With the change to tone protecting the CDF TAC’s, some adjustments needed to be made as to how the radio operates.  We have added a couple of notes to the radio pocket cards that everyone should be carrying

· When you set your tone to utilize a repeater associated with the command net, this changes the “tone” for the entire radio.

· This means when you go to utilize a CDF TAC channel, which uses Tone 16, you will need to do one of two options below;

· Leave the current tone setting to the tone required for the command net, switch to the assigned CDF TAC, and then place the radio in the talk-around mode (TA Switch).  When changing back to the command net, the user will need to turn the TA switch back to the repeat mode (Recommended)
· Or, change the tone every time you change the channel
· Example: radio is set to CDF CMD 3 and Tone 9 is selected.  Now the user needs to transmit on CDF TAC 5 so they change to that channel, they must now change the tone to 16.  When the user needs to go back to CDF CMD 3 and transmit, they will have to change the tone back to 9

· Some channels have a preset transmit tone associated with them and will never change.  For example, former RED 2 (now XSD CMD), always needs tone 8 on the transmit side.  Before these recent changes, this was “hard” programmed into the GPH and the user needed to do nothing with the radio when using that channel.  Now, the user must know what that specific tone is for that channel and it will need to be selected when they utilize one of those channels.

· We have addressed this issue on the pocket cards by adding a number in parenthesis next to those channels that require a specific tone.  On some of the channels the tone has been added at the end (e.g. OCS V6 3).  For those channels with multiple user selectable tones (i.e. former YELLOW, now XSD N CMD and the CDF Command channels) we have not listed each possible option.  You will need to know what works in your area.  
· As of this date, the mobile loads and fleetmaps are Version 1

· As of this date, the portable loads and fleetmaps are Version 2
